POPE DEFROCKS TWO CHILEAN BISHOPS 

OVER SEXUAL ABUSE ALLEGATIONS:  THE WRONG MOVE 

Just a couple of weeks ago, Pope Francis took strong action against two bishops in Chile. òOne 
of the bishops, Francisco Cox, 84, is the archbishop emeritus of the city of La Serena and is in 
poor health. He has a record of sexually abusing children dating to before his arrival as the bish-
op of the Chilean diocese of Chillan in 1974. The other is Marco Antonio Ordenes Fernandez, 
53, and he has not been seen publicly for yearsó (www.nytimes.com/2018/10/13). 

What does òde-frockingó actually mean?  In the Churchõs Code of Canon Law (canon 292) it 
means he has lost òthe rights proper to the clerical state and is no longer bound by any obliga-
tions of the clerical state [except the obligation of celibacy].   He is prohibited from exercising 
the power of orders [except the possibility of granting sacramental absolution to someone in 
danger of death].  éhe is deprived of all offices, functions, and any delegated power.ó 

This is heavy going, and itõs regarded as a heavy punishment.  It is almost never imposed on 
bishops; this makes Pope Francisõ move more dramatic.  Still, I think it is a mistake to do this, 
and I have a couple of reasons for my thinking. 

There are obligations that come with Holy Orders that I think should be left in place in the case 
of priests and bishops who are found guilty:  first and foremost would be the full daily recitation 
of the Divine Office (the Liturgy of the Hours) and attendance at daily Mass.  These obligations 
should remain in place for the rest of the personõs life.  Ideally, those convicted should be sent 
to a monastery of an order known for its strict lifestyle (Iõm thinking of the Cistercians or the 
Carthusians), and let it be guaranteed that a life of òprayer and penanceó is truly that.  Privileges 
and positions can indeed be taken away; obligations should remain in place. 

Beyond this, though, it seems curious that the most severe punishment in canon law for a dis-
graced cleric is to return him to the (ugh) lay state.  What does this say to the Church at large 
about regard for the laity?  Such a mind-set is fundamentally a return to the so-called ò2-storeyó 
theory of the nature of the Church, with clergy in the penthouse, laity in the basement apart-
ment.  It is a return to the notion that the role of the laity is to òpray, pay, and obey.ó   Vatican II 
strove to divest the Church of this idea.  Clergy are indeed necessary and different from laityñ
this does not make them better. It does impose different responsibilities (a better word than 
òpowersó), and they are critical for the health of the Church:  preaching the Gospel, administer-
ing the Sacraments, and praying for the People of God, the Body of Christ, the living stones in 
the Temple of the Holy Spirit. 

The essence of our dignity as Christians is based in our Baptismñit is the entry into the life of 
Christ for ALL, regardless of subsequent roles and vocations in the Church.  Letõs embrace our 
mutual dignity and support one another in our callingsñclergy and laity (yes, both are truly call-
ings).  I end with a brief dialogue between John Henry Newman and his bishop, who said to 
him, òThe laity?  Who are they?ó  To this, Newman replied, òThe Church would look foolish 
without them.ó
